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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study are (a) to examine the patterms

of women's migration in both Bangkok Metropolitan non-slum and slum

areas, (b) to compare demographic and socio-economic characteristics

of these female migrants with the natives in Bangkok Metropolis, and

(c) to investigate the effects of migration upon their fertility.

The data used in this analysis are drawn from the sample survey of

the Project "Female Socio-economic Status Attainment Harriage

Dicisions and Fertility Consequences in Bangkok Metropolis"



(Asian Marriagé Survey : Thailand), conducted by the Imnstitute fo
Population and Social Research, Mah1dol University in 1978-1979.
The number: of women in non-slum areas is 515 while the sample
number in the slum area is 506. Descriptive statistics is used in
the analysis.

Iﬁ‘thia study, migration is divided into two types : di
move and multiple moves. It is found that most of sample women ir
both non-slum and slum areas are migrants and most of them moved
directly to Bangkok Metropolis. Acéording to the investigation of
the characteristics of migrants, the patterns of their migration
corresponded with hypothesis, that is, it was related to a life
cycle event, marriage.

As far as the patterns of migration are concerned, mor
than one-fourth of the female migrants living in non-slum areas
Bangkok Metropolis made direct move to Bangkok then moved once w
Bangkok Metropolis. Another one-~fourth of the migrants only made
direct move. For the female migrants living in slum area; the st
revealed that half of the migrants moved directly to Bangkok
Metropolis., One-~fifth moved to Bangkok an& then moved again onc
within the Metropolis.

Migration also occurred in the sample natives of Bangl
Metropolis. They both migrated within Bangkok Metropolitan area:
and out of it. The findings show that the non-slum residents mi,
more than those in the slum areas. It was also found that the n:

and non-~ slum residents moved around more than the slum dweller



Considering demographic and socio-economic factors : i.e. age,
years of education, profession, and income, the non-slum residents
alsoc moved more than the slum dwellers.

Regarding the age of the sample women, the study showed
that the female migrants of Bangkok Metropolitan hon—slum areas
had an average age of 31.2 years and 30.8 years in the slum areas.
The multiple-move migrants tended to be older than the direct-move
ones in both areas. Most female migrants in both slum and non-slum
areas were in 15-24 age group.

The female migrants in the non-slum areas were found to
have higher income and education than those migrants living in the
slum areas., With regard to the aqcial status of the female migrants
and non-migrants, the study shows higher social‘status.among the non
migrant group in both slum and nom-slum areas corresponding with
the hypothesis. However, the economic status of the female migrants
was higher than the non-migrents in both the slum and non-slum areat

Concerning the effects of migration after marriage on the
fertility of the female migrants, it is found that the migrants!
average birth intervals between marriage and the second birth were
longer than those of the non-migrants though the demographic and
socio-economic factors were controlied. It can be concluded that
migration after marriage had a direct effect dn the fertility of th

female migrants which proved the hypothesis of this study.
