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Abstract

The changes in the sexual.response in the women who used
oral, injection or intrauterine contraceptions,is a very interesting
aspect, There were also a very few study of this kind in Thailand,
The purpose of this thesis was to study the changes of sexual
response (Sexual desire, Orgasmic performance and dyspareunia) in
Thai women who were having oral, injection or interauterine contra-
ceptions, and to study the factors associated with the complaints
about the changes of sexual response during their contraceptive

practice, These women must have used either these three types of



contraception for at least 3 months before they were admitted to

this study at Ramathibodi Hospiftal during December 1982 to March
1983, There were 490 women on oral pill, injectable and intrauterine
contraceptions severated into 140, 200 and 150 cases respectively,

In this thesis the questionaire was used to gather all details,

The Data were analysed by percent and“"}(2 - test.

The findings were :

1. In the oral pill group there were 22,9 % with reduced
sexual desire, 17,1 % with reduced orgasmic performance and T.l %
with reduced dyspareunia, There were however 2,1 % with increased
sexual desire, 7.1 % with increased orgasmic performance and 5 %

with increased dyspareunia,

2. In the injection group there were 32 % with reduced sexual
desire, 19 % with reduced orgasmic performance and 10 % with reduced
dyspareunia. There were however 2 % with increased sexual desire,

9 % with increased orgasmic performance and 9,5 % with increased

dyspareunia,

3« In the intrauterine contraceptive deviceigroup there
were 12,7 % with reduced sexual desire, 14,7 % with reduced orgasmic
performance and 8,7 % with reduced dyspareunia, There were however 5.3%
with increased sexual desire, 12 % with increased orgasmic

performance and 14 % with increased dysnareunia.

4. The sexual desire during the use of contraception was

significantly associated with the methods of contracéption (P <0,01),



The changes of sexual desire in the injection and the intrauterine

users were significantly difference.

5. There was no significant association between the

changing of Orgasmic performance and the methods of contraception.

6., There was significant association between the changing
of dyspareunia and the methods of contraception in oral and
intrauterine contraceptive users, (P< 0,05). The changes of

dyspareunia in the oral and intrauterine contraceptive users were

significantly difference,

T« In any method of ocontraception the complaints of
changes of sexual response was significantly association with the
Health status and the Psychic problems during contraceptive

practice (P £ 0,05).

8. In the oral contraceptive users, the duration of the
present method and the previous method of contraceptive used had
significant association with the complaint of the changes of
sexual response (P < 0,05 and P < 0,01 respectively)., In the
intrauterine contraceptive users the educational level and the
previous methods of contraceptive used had significant association

with the complaints of changes of sexual response (P < 0.05),
