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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to investigate the
relationship between selected factors and sexuality problems in
cardiac patients. The sample composed of 100 cardiac patients who
were follawed up at the Heart clinic Out-patient department and
who were admited in Siriraj Hospital. The subjects were selected
by using an accidental sampling. The tools were developed by the
researcher which composed of three kinds of questionnaires : the
Anxiety, the Knowledge about Sexual Performance and the Sexual

Performance in cardiac patients. The Anxiety questionaire was

tested for content validity by using Criterion validity and for

reliability by using Kuder Richardson 20. The reliability coefficient

was 0.83. The Knowledge about sexual performance and the Sexuzl



Performance were also tested for content validity and Cronbech?s
alpha coefficient was used to test reliability which found that

the alpha coefficients were 0.76 and 0,72 respectively.

The data were analysed by using various statistical
methods ; that is means and standard deviation, percentage,
Pearson's product moment correlation coefficient method, the
multiple correlation coefficient, and the stepwise multiple

regression analyses.

Results

1. There was a significantly positive relationship between

anxiety and sexuality problem in cardiac patients at ,001 level,

2. There was a significantly negative relationship
between knowledge about sexual performance and sexuality problem

in cardiac patients at 001 level,

3s There was a significantly positive relationship

between age and sexuality problem in cardiac patients at ,05 level,

4. There yag a significantly negative relationship

between education level and sexuality problem in cardiac patients

at ,001 level,

5« There was no relationship between duration of time of

cardiac disease occurrence and sexuality problem in cardiac patients.

6. There was a significantly positive relationship between

severity of cardiac disease and sexuality problem in cardiac patients



at .001 level.

7. The multiple correlation coefficient between sexuality
problem and the six predictors ; anxiety, knowledge about sexual
performance in cardiac patient, age, education levels, vduration of
cardiac disease occurrence and severity of cardiac disease has been
analysed. The result of the multiple correlation coefficient
between those six predictors and sexuality problem in cardiac
patients was significant at .01 level. The sexuality problem
variance accounted for by the best group of predictors which
composed of anxiety, knowledge about sexual performance in cardiae

patients and severity of cardiac disease was 68.54 percent.
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
