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Abstract

The thesis is a study of the characteristics of Reduplication
in the Lamna language ( Tai Yuan ) with the following topics
formal patterns of reduplication, reduplication in word formation and
semantie aspects of reduplication. The study is divided into six
chapters. The first chapter is an introduction stating the scope and
purpose of the study. The second chapéer deals with the characteristics
of reduplication in the Lanna language. The third chapter discusses the
pattems of the reduplication. The fourth chapter examines reduplication
in word formation. Semantie aspects of reduplication are analyzed in
chapter five. The last chapter presents a conclusion and suggestions for
further research. The appendix contains a list of provinces, districts

( Amphgg ) and subdistricts ( King - Amphog ) where linguistic data



were collected, as well as a corpus of reduplicative form which appear
to be specific for the Lanna language.

The Lanna language is,regional dialect spoken by most of the
people inhabiting the northern part of Thailand. The reduplication
patterns in the Lunna language were collected from dictionaries and re-~
levant documents, and were tasted by interviewing informants of esch pro-
vinces, before being submitted to analysis. The phonological anelysis is
based on Chiang Mai dialect.

The analysis allows to propose the following generalizations.,

1. There are 2 types of reduplication : Repetitive reduplicaticn
and Phonemic reduplication. The first type involves reduplication by repe-
tition one or two syllables., It can be sub - classified in to 9 patterng}
the latter involves reduplication by repetitive of one or several phonemes
of a syllable and also can be sub - classified into 6 pattemns.

2. Reduplication in word formation can be dpne in 3 vays s
simple reduplication, reduplication involving only'tonal change of the
reduplicacion syllable and addition by empty morphs.

3. Semantie@ aSpécts of reduplication can be classified into

many types eg. reduplication in expression of plurality, numerative

units, continually of action or negation connotation ‘etc.
