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ABSTRACT

The first purpose of this study is to examine the relationship
between demographic, socio-economic factor and knowledge about AIDS of
married men. The second is to study the relationship between age,
education, occupation, income, alcohol consumption , suggestion of
friends, knowledge, perception about AIDS and AIDS preventive behavior
of husbands.

The respondents are 225 married men who accompanied or
visited their wives at the Maternal and Child Hospital, Ratchaburi
Province during November 17, 1990 - December 31, 1990. A set of
statistical indicators such as frequency, percentage, median, Chi-

Square Test and Multiple Classification Analysis was used.



It was found that education and income was related to
kmowledge about AIDS. Factors related to AIDS preventive behavior
of husbands included .education, suggestion of friends and alcohol
consumpt.ion. These factors accounted for approximately 23 percent,

of the variation in AIDS preventive behavior of husbands.
