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Abstract
The objective of this research was to study the
relationships between health beliefs, social support, patient
characteristics ( asge, educational 1level, family incomes, and
occupationsal characteristics ) and self-care of pulmonary

tuberculosis patients.

The samples were consisted of fzg pulmonary tuberculosis

patients of Damnoensaduak Hospital, Ratchaburi Province .They
were purposively selected. The data were collected by
questionniars and analyzed by wusing spss/pc’ prosgram. The

results were as follows 3
1. 47.5 % of pulmonary tuberculosis patients had high-level

wellness of self-care and 43.3 % had moderate-level wellnes of

self-care,

2. There were positive relationships between health
beliefs, perceived susceptibility, perceived benefits, generral
health mot ivation and self-care of pulmonary tuberculosis



patients at the @.81 level of significance, and there was
nagative relationship between perceived barriers and self-care
of pulmonary tuberculosis patients, but there were no
statistical significant relationships between perceived severity,
modifing factors and self-care of pulmonary tuberculosis patients.

3. There were positive significant relationships between
total social support, emotional support, appraisal support,
instrumental support and self-care of pulmonary tuberculosis
patients at the @.01 level and thre was positive relationship
between information support and self-care of pulmonary
tuberculosis patients at the @9.05 level of significance.

4. The positive relationships between educational level,
incomes and self-care of pulmonary tuberculosis patients
were found at @.41 and Q.85 level of significance, but there
were no statistically significant relationships between age,
occupational characteristics and self-care of Pulmonary
Tuberculosis patients.

5e Factors influencing salf-care of pulmonary

tuberculocis patients were health beliefs and social support.

The recommendation was that the nurses should enhance
health beliefs in pulmonary tubertulosis patients and provided the

family to support and care the patients,
