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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to investigate the music encouragement by
administrators and activity methodology, obstacles, and teacher’s recommendations.
Interviews with administrators, music teachers, and related organizations during 2000
— 2001 have been utilized in order to collect data. The results are as follows:

Music encouragement policy

This conserves the traditional culture, students spend time usefully, good
community relations are fostered, it encourages teachers who have music capacity, and
the schools become well-known.

Activity methodology

First activity is the application, student can apply it directly and via assembly.
Second is teaching, students learn by themselves, seniors, friends, teachers, and by
experts from other organizations. Third activity is given by the curriculum, the Thai
music activity encouragement books, the training for music teachers, transcribed
music scores for teaching are available as well as other experts. And the fourth is
assessment in order to modify band and musician. Students and teachers can consider
their musical capacity. Teachers can also observe his students.

Obstacles

There is not enough time for practicing. The ensemble activities have to take
place during lunch times or after class and also the times that sound does not disturb
other people. The restricted place is another problem. The ensemble activities usually
happen out of classroom because of the restricted place and also the noise. The most
important restriction is the inadequate number of musical instruments and media, and
the inadequate quality of musical instruments.

Recommendations for music teacher

There should be more music workshops or music seminars for the teachers.
Music contests could assist both teachers and students to gain more experience and
improve the music capacity. Musical instrument is the most important tool to
accomplish the music activity so the ensemble activities should get more
encouragement by increasing the musical instruments. The musical capacity of]
students should not be over looked and the attractive information is necessary for
candidates to get them interested in this activity. Moreover, coordinator of music
teachers should be established in order to let them share the opinions and experiences
of master teacher. These master teacher must have the enthusiasm for teaching. The
success of music activities could take place if there is good cooperation from many
organizations.
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
