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ABSTRACT
The objective of this research was to study the conditions of teaching Klue Phaeng-
Aow at the elementary school level in Pathumthani province. The study was conducted
through questionnaires, which were distributed to the 49 teachers that teach Klue Paeng-
Aow, who have undertaken the responsibility of arranging activities of teaching Klue
Paeng-Aow during the second term of B.E. 2545 academic year. The results of the study
exhibit;

Teaching conditions: The teachers highly realize the importance of teaching Klue
Phaeng-Aow and as its result they voluntarily took the responsibility of teaching the
instrument. However, the teachers themselves lack the knowledge and skills of the musical
instrument. Thus, they have to study and practice the instrument through their own efforts.
The students demonstrate interest and realize the importance and diligence in learning at
the intermediate level. The teachers concentrate on mastering the instrument through
practice rather than conducting the theoretical teaching. The activities of learning the
instrument mainly are the posture, the fingerings, reading the music and playing in
accordance to the musical notes. Most of the teachers use music charts as a tool to help the
teaching of the notes and to practice. Letting the students play the pieces that they are
most familiar with as well as reading of the musical notes allows assessment of progress.
The assessment is made time to time i.e. pre-learning, mid-learning and post-learning.

Obstacles : As the teachers themselves possess very little knowledge and skills of
the instrument, they do not deeply understand the composition, history and appropriate
teaching procedures of Klue Phaeng-Aow. The students also lack experience of listening
to melodious songs, so, they are merely impressed by the melody. The teachers
concentrate purely on practicing but the importance of theory is over looked. Variants of
the instrument are taught but no actual instruments are available in the schools. The
assessments are also mostly made on observation of diligence and attentiveness of
practicing and students are never allowed to make self-assessment.

Comment and suggestions : The teachers are interested to develop their knowledge
and skills from the organization directly concerned with developing music teachers
especially the theory, procedures, activities and assessment. On the other hand, their
parents through buying of Klue Phaeng-Aow’s audiocassettes to enhance listening
experience should support the students.
