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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the study were to survey the attitudes of the criminal
justic officials to the application of forensic science. The subjects questioned
were fifty police, fifty prosecutors, and twenty judges. All of them worked in
Bangkok.

The survey discovered that seventy five percent of the subjects have
an inadequate fundamental knowledge of forensic science. Ninety five percent
of the subjects accepted the validity of forensic science. In addition seventy eight
percent of the subjects were familiar with forensic science.

Results from the study are:

1. The officials in Thailand’s criminal justice process are aware of the
importance of forensic science.

2. Some officials in Thailand’s criminal justice system lack of
fundamental knowledge of forensic science.

3. In practice, forensic science application in the criminal justice process
exists at a low level, in Thailand.

Recommendation from the study are:

1. Law or regulation on crime scene management should be reinforced

2. Brain—drain problem of forensic laboratory personnel should be

urgently solved.
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
