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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to find out the level of readiness and the factors
related to the readiness of subdistrict health officers to prevent and control dengue
hemorragic fever (DHF) in Kanchanaburi. The readiness is considered to be composed
of knowledge of disease, awareness of the role played in preventing and controlling it
and the attitude toward that role. All 142 subdistrict health officers assigned to be in
charge of DHF prevention and control for at least one year were included in the study.
The data were ascertained from the subjects (100%) by self-administered
questionnaires. The descriptive statistics, Peason Product Moment Correlation
Coefficient and Chi—Square test of association were used for data analysis.

The results indicated that the level of readiness of subdistrict health officers were
moderate (66.90%). The factors related to the readiness were work motivation, gender,
educational level and work position.

According to the research findings, it is suggested that administrators shoud put
an emphasize on motivation and academic development
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
