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ABSTRACT

This thesis was to investigate the needs and expectations of female inmates
who had committed offences under the Narcotics Act and to study factors affecting
their needs and expectations. The samples were 115 female inmates who had
committed offences under the Narcotics Act and were confined in Women’s
Central Correctional Institutions having 1-3 month sentence period left. A
questionnaire was used in data collection. Percentage, means, standard deviation,
analysis of variance, and multiple classification analysis were the statistical
applications used.

It was found that the major factors were job placement or jobseeking
programs run by the Correctional Institutions, special visits by relative, code of
conduct certification, and concentrated career training.

The needs and expectations after release were love and care from families,
and lovers, acceptance from society and residential communities, and moral support
from inside and outside family so that individuals could better cope with the
pressures of life.

It is recommended that government and private units should give job
opportunities former offenders and that outsiders and communities should forgive
former offenders as moral support for their return to full citizenship and happy
settlement in society. Further, as the key social institution families should forgive
and accept the former offenders.
