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ABSTRACT

This research is a qualitative research by means of in-depth interview. Its
objectives were to study participation in the prevention of amphetamine spread,
causes of the problem, and to make suggestions for participation in secondary
schools. Subjects comprised advisory and drug prevention teachers, parental
guardians, seven students, and community leaders, a total of 25 people.

The research shows that most teachers, guardians, students and community
leaders take no part in amphetamine prevention in schools. Teachers and guardians
take some part in giving amphetamine information but community leaders do not.
None of the parties participated in publicizing the amphetamine problem.

The study shows that policies against drugs lack clarity, serious
enforcement, continuity, and internal and external publicity. A heavy teaching load
prevents teachers giving time to the problem. Personnel involved with narcotics
control are not devoted. Parents do not have enough time to take care of their
children, and to cooperate with schools. Criminal activity deters informants.
Finally, most projects against drugs lack follow-up and an evaluation process.

It is recommended that drug prevention should be a major school policy
with offensive strategies carried out by a special committee. Cooperation from every
party should be emphasized in planning, implementation, publicity, and evaluation.
Psychologists should be provided in schools to gather information, give counseling,
and coordinate treatment. Teachers and guardians must constantly cooperate in
taking care of students. Every teacher must add drug information to their teaching
plan. Schools should reinforce understanding with guardians and communities about
random drug tests. Dharma camps should be organized more often in school.
Networks of leading students who are anti-drugs should be set up. Finally there
should be a team that directly coordinates with the community in preventing drug
problems.
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
