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ABSTRACT

This study was conducted based on the following objectives; 1) to study the
public participation level in the public policy making 2) to explore the relationship,
between personal and cultural factors and public participation in public policy making
3) to define the significance of political culture and bureaucratic culture in public
participation for public policy making 4) to study the process of policy formation

The study is a qualitative and quantitative research the sample comprises the
stakeholders of the project of the Watergate of Thajeen-River including 401
families.The qualitative method applies interviews while the questionnaire is used as a|
research instrument for the quantitative method.

The result of the study are as follows

1. The level of participation in the public policy making in the project of the
Watergate of Thajeen-River is moderate.

2. Personal factors including Age, Income, Education background and cultural
factors including Union role, experience on the impact of the water resources and
information gathering about impacts from other projects are related with the level of]
public participation in public policy making

3. Bureaucratic Culture and Political Culture have a large significance in public
participation in public policy making i.e., centralized and decentralized decision
making, perception of government officials of people as well as partners or clients and
the benefit earned from the government support. Furthermore, political culture was
Parachial-Subject political culture which was fully supported by the community
leaders and the lack of knowledge and understanding about the project of the
Watergate of the Thajeen-River which was moderately influential in the level of public
participation in public policy making.

4. Policy formation was somewhat right in accordance with policy formation.
the government did not offer an alternative for solving and developing the water
resource problem
