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ABSTRACT

This research is qualitative research. The objective was to compare the
guidelines proceeding to the learning and teaching of a Kaen ensemble and extra
curriculum, problems, obstacles, and guideline in adjustment of the procedure. Extra
curriculum activities of 8 Elementary schools who successfully developed a Kaen
Ensemble and 4 Elementary School in Khon Kaen Province, Thailand, who did not
were assessed.

In the preparation stage, it was found that the successful schools possess a
unique music training room. They have a Kaen ensemble big enough for activities.
They have received a supporting budget from various units in order to develop music
activities. For non-successful schools, it was found that there is no music training
room, their musical instruments are damaged, and they do not have a supporting
budget for musical activity. as a result, the learning and teaching of music has been
stopped.

In the initial stage, it was found that the successful schools appropriately

selected their personnel and students to join in with each activity, since they were big
schools. For those non-successful schools, mostly they were small schools, the
number of teachers and students were little, thus they could not appropriately select
their personnel to join the activities.

In the operation stage, it was found that successful schools can operate
smoothly since they have a continuing supporting budget. For non-successful schools
it has been found that the teachers lack encouragement to develop an ensemble. Since
musical instruments are damaged and they are not supported by their schools, the
learning and teaching on music has been stopped.

In evaluation on the operation stage, it has been found that the successful

schools have more evaluation than the non-successful ones, also the teachers do
evaluations by themselves. For the non-successful schools, the teachers do not do self-

evaluation. In administration of learning and teaching, it has been found that the
successful schools have more training schedules than the non-successful ones.
