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ABSTRACT
This study was to investigate factors affecting investigation of the
noncommissioned police relating to female child sex-sale service. 250
noncommissioned police under 1-5" Division of the Metropolitan Police Bureau were
respondents.

It was found that factors most facilitating investigation on female child sex-
sale service of police were policy, social organization of the Ministry of Interior, the
clarity of policy on suppression of female child sex-sale service, attitudes, values, and
belief of police who preferred to secure female children from being taken advantage of
by operators and recruiters. It also included factors of attitudes, values and beliefs of
police who preferred to secure female children by prevention, protection, and
rehabilitation. Also, it involved the factors of attitudes, values and belief of police
who thought that female child sex-sale service was not less significance than other
trials.

It was found that problems and limitations of investigations involving factors
of ambiguity of policy on investigation of female child sex-sale service or from the
police station were inadequacy of budget, inadequacy of devices and technology for
work, lack of people collaborating to supply information to police, complication of
modes and methods of female child sex-sale service and the operators, stakeholder
groups and influential persons supporting and protecting the offenders, non-
collaborative victims being induced in to these affairs, and in adequacy of the police
responsible for the investigation (offense of female child sex-sale service), in
particular. In testing the hypotheses, it was found that personal backgrounds of the
sample group with statistically significant differences were experience in investigation
of female child sex-sale service and duration of investigation function of police in
general cases. Specifically, they related to policy of social organization of the Ministry
of Interior, and the clarity of policy on suppression of female child sex-sale service,
which facilitated police investigation. Sample groups that had been investigated (on
sex-sale service) and groups investigating crimes for 6-10 years saw that such factors
affected police investigation more than the other groups.
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
