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ABSTRACT

This study was to study factors affecting narcotic trafficking by non-Thai
female prisoners in the Women’s Central Correctional Institution, Bangkok, and to
study general information and social backgrounds of these offenders as well as to
construct guidelines for prevention and solution of narcotic cases trafficking in
Thailand at present and in future. Samples were 150 non-Thai female inmates in the
Women’s Central Correctional Institution, A Questionnaire was used for data
collection and the statistical applications were percentage, mean, ANOVA (Analysis
of Variance) and MCA. (Multiple Classification Analysis). Findings were:

1. In relation to the general information, most samples were 36-40 years of]
age, secondary school level and single, Asian background with an income of more
than 10,001 Baht a month, least and having been addicted or drug users before this
arrest. They had used 4-5 times and visited Thailand at least 1-2 times

2. In relation to the social, economic and environmental factors, most samples
knew friends and other persons involved in drug trafficking. They had been persuaded
or hired by friends or other persons to sell drugs. Further, the samples saw that drug
trafficking was the better rational alternative than others and worth the stakes.

3. Factors affecting narcotic trading of the foreign female prisoners were either
low income, or unemployment, or joblessness or poverty or economic necessities, or
frequency of trafficking and /or frequency of visiting Thailand.

It was recommended that the government or offices involved in narcotic
suppression examine the problem carefully. Further, punishments of drug offenses
should be more severe, in association with collaboration with developed countries to
help eliminate narcotic trafficking or exchanging information about drug trafficking.
