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ABSTRACT

This research studied factors affecting or influencing narcotic trafficking by
foreign male prisoners in Thailand, and general information and social backgrounds of
foreign male narcotics offenders confined in the Klong Prem Central Prison, Bangkok.
Data collection was a questionnaire that 250 foreign male prisoners responded to.
Percentage, mean, Analysis of Variance (ANOVA) and Multiple Classification
Analysis (MCA.) were the statistical applications used.

Regarding personal factors, it was found that most samples were aged 36-40
years, with a secondary education, from a nationality or country in the Asian
Continent with an average monthly income of 10,001 Baht. On average they had been
addicted before their arrest and been involved in 2-3 trafficking offences including 1-2
visits to Thailand.

Regarding social, economic and environmental factors, it was found that most
samples or persons involved in trafficking had been persuaded by friends or other
persons, or hired. Besides, this samples indicated that involvement in trafficking was a
reasonable alternative or better lifestyle option and kickbacks were worth the risk.

Factors affecting narcotic trafficking of foreign male prisoners were low
income, jobless or unemployment, poverty or economic necessity, frequency of
trafficking and frequency of visiting Thailand.

Recommendations from research are that the government should increase
budgets for all units involved in narcotic law enforcement, since existing budgets are
likely low compared to the proportion and gravity of trafficking indicated by research.
An example of a current problem is the apprehension and suppression of narcotics
violators by deceptive buying, which need a large amount of capital, yet the cash for
this purpose is limited.
