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ABSTRACT

This study was to investigate some factors affecting male youth offenders sentenced
for rape, the patterns and method of the rape, the findings to determine ways for research,
control, prevention and correction for male youth offenders who commit rape. The sample was
200 male youth offenders convicted of rape confined in the Correction Institution in
Pathumthani Province. A Questionnaire was used for data collection and statistical
applications were percentage, mean, Analysis of Variance (ANOVA) and Multiple
Classification Analysis (MCA). Results were follows:

1.In relation to personal information, most samples were currently 24 - 26 years and
were 19 - 21 years when they offended. Their sentence was 37 - 72 months (3-6 years) and the
actual confinement till the current period was 24 months or lower. They had no income, and at
the time of the offence were domiciled in slums in the central region of Thailand and were
single. They were from broken families. They had committed rape one or more times before.
Further, the samples had personalities which showed a lack of dedication to prepare both in
thought and in action for the future. Offenders generally thought that the risk of capture and
punishment for rape was trivial.

2.Some causes or factors affecting rape were drunkenness, mindlessness, and
heedlessness, being provoked by victims behaving in a sexually seductive way or dressing in a
sexually provocative way or that the environment facilitated to offending and the men were
ready to believe the females were willing for sex.

It is recommended that family institutions should be strengthened, particularly, fathers
and mothers should enhance affection, attachment and warmness within the families. Fathers
and mothers should be advisors and hear problems and limitations in youth living style so that
they will have counselors and listeners to problems in their lives. This could prevent youths
from offending.
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
