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ABSTRACT

A quantitative study of sexuality and related factors of high school students in
Bangkok was conducted during 15 July to 15 August, 2004 using questionnaire interview
from 552 students sampled randomly. Data was analyzed statistically as well as
descriptive analysis.

It was found that there were slightly more female students than males. There
were 59.6% female students of whom 48.9% were 17 years old and 45.3% were
studying in the Mathaayomsuksa level 5.

Most of the sampled students which was (81.3%) lived with their parents.
20.8% spent most of their spare time watching television. 52.0% shared activity among
friends making conversation.

The opinions of the senior high school students on whether or not the
appropriate sexual roles were played was medium level ( 68.5%). Most of the students
were educated about sexual status from their school and then from the public media.
66.9% of those students had sufficient knowledge on sexual health care at medium level.

58.2% of the students had never gone out with the opposite sex. The youngest
student who went out with the opposite sex was 10 years old. The majority of the students
who went out with the opposite sex were 15 years old. They dated many boyfriends or
girlfriends simultaneously. 20.9% dated their classmates. There were few sexual
relationships among them, only 20 out of 211 students had sexual affairs with dates.
28.2% had their first sexual relationship at 15 years old. The majority of the sample
responded that their sexual behaviors involved being close with a partner both
physically and emotionally.

The high school students surveyed showed high level of “sexual meaning”
in the terminology of Dixon - Mueller . The majority of students agreed that
having sexual intercourse during the period of the study was not good because
they could not be responsibile for their behavior (79.3%). The high school students
had a low level of sexual drive and enjoyment according to the social norm.

The results revealed that there was a high correlation between sexual health
care and sexual behavior at a significance level of (P<0.05). The correlation between
the gender roles of sexuality and sexual behaviors were highly significant (P<0.01). The
correlation between the gender roles of sexuality and sexual meaning was highly
significant (P>0.01)

The knowledge obtained from school on sexuality and sexual behavior, on sexual
meaning, sexual drive and sexual satisfaction was highly significantly correlated (P
<0.001).
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
