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ABSTRACT

The research objectives were to study the incidence and forms of marital
aggression and to formulate models of husband-to-wife and wife-to-husband
aggression. Samples were 350 married persons in an academic institute who had
lived with their spouses one year or more. The samples consisted of 144 married
males and 206 married females. Questionnaires dealing with aggressive behaviors
in marriage were given to the samples.

Findings revealed that, in the past year, about 65-70% of both male and
female respondents confessed committing aggressive acts (male=65.30%, and
female=69.40%). Females reported that they had committed a greater number of
aggressive acts. However, most male and female respondents used minor
aggression in all three forms of abuse, physical, sexual, and psychological. Most of
them engaged only in psychological abuse. Moreover, with physical and sexual
abuse, aggressors always used psychological abuse. Multiple Logistic analysis
showed that the risk factors for male aggressors were (1) Aggression by wife, and
(2) Male’s jealousy. The risk factors for female aggressors were (1) Aggression by
husband, (2) Egalitarian marital power, (3) Non-marital aggressive experiences, (4)
Female’s jealousy, and (5) Being in debt but having some savings.

The findings suggest that couples should exercise self-control in not
initiating marital aggression, should foster a spirit of compromise and prevent
jealousy by being honest with each other.
