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ABSTRACT

This investigation identified the environmental social factors affecting
offences of women prisoners and investigated the environmental social factors of
the sentenced women prisoners confined in the Central Women Correctional
Institution. 345 sentenced women prisoners were samples. A questionnaire was
used in data collection. Statistical applications were frequency, percentage, mean,
ANOVA and multiple regression. Findings were as follows:

1. Most samples were 30 years and younger. They committed offence at
the age of 25 years and younger, finished primary education and had terms of
imprisonment over 97 months (8 years and 1 month). They were Buddhists whose
domicile was Bangkok and were already married. They lived in the outskirts of the
city and had usually violated the Act of Narcotic Drugs.

2. Environmental social factors affecting offences were personal
information, i.e. education, terms of imprisonment, and number of intimate
relatives, friends and acquantants who had ever offended. Factors related to family
were occupation before being sentenced and the father’s occupation. Factors related
to mass media environment were learning how to offend from different medias. All
affected their offences.

It is recommended that goodies should be more attentive to their family
members by expressing greater affection and cautioning their children. Individuates
educational institutions such as teachers, and lecturers should implant and cultivate
student behaviors acceptable to society, give consultation and closely advise
individuals without partiality of labeling good and bad. In addition, government
offices should monitor mass media for its presentation and appropriateness, with
the intention of preventing explanations of imitable offences. The Correctional
Departments should play a role in controlling and influencing offenders by
focusing more on rehabilitation.
