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ABSTRACT

This study investigated levels and factors affecting the participation of community
leaders in crime prevention and suppression in Phasi Charoen District, Bangkok Metropolis.
123 samples from the Phasi Charoen District were used SPSS was used in analyses and the
statistical applications were frequency, percentages, high and low scores, mean, standard
deviation, t-test and ANOVA.

It was found that most samples were 40-49 years and married. They had earned
vocational certificates or pre-bachelor degree and were positioned on the Community
Committee with terms of 6-10 years. They had resided in the community for not more than 40
years. Some were trading or had private business earning at a monthly income of 10,001-
20,000 baht. They were offers familiarized with the local police and could usually content
local police with good results. They were likely interested in criminal problems at the
community level. The leading critical problem was narcotics. The perceived communication
for criminal information was through television and paid attention to the news frequently.
They had high level of participation in crime prevention and suppression within the
community.

Comparing factors affecting participation in crime prevention and suppression
within the community, it was found that gender, age, education, position of the community
leader, terms of office, duration of stay in the community, monthly income, familiarity with
local police, helping local police, and interest in crimes committed in the community, by
overview, were related to crime prevention and suppression with statistical significance at the

0.05 level.
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
