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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to investigate the relationship between
self-control, parental attachment, delinquent peers, monetary strain, lack of a
capable guardian or suitable targets and property offences of juveniles. The aim
was also to study a variety of their social and economic background consisted of
gender, age, education, family relations (father-mother), family income (father-
mother), child monitoring, nature of residence before trial, juvenile’s income,
records of the alleged offences or history of previous offences and person the
juvenile lives with before trial relating to property offences. Finally, the study
looked at solutions and preventions to counter property offences of juveniles for the
present and future. Data was collected from 533 juveniles admitted in the Central
Observation and Protection Centers in Bangkok and its peripheral areas.

It was found that most samples had moderate self-control, parental
attachment, monetary strain, and lack of capable guardian (Mean = 2.79, 3.28, 3.04,
3.17, respectively). It was also found that the sample occasionally associated with
delinquent peers (Mean = 2.63). In addition, it was also found that self-control,
parental attachment, delinquent peers, monetary strain and lack of a capable
guardian all affected property offences of juveniles by statistical significance at .01
level. The factor most influencing offences was the delinquent peers, followed by
monetary strain, lack of capable guardian, self-control and parental attachment,
respectively.

Factors (covariates) of gender, age, education, family relations (father-
mother), family income (father-mother), child rearing or monitoring, nature of
residence before trial, juveniles’ income, records of the alleged offences, and
person the juvenile lives with before trial also affected property offences of
juveniles by statistical significance at .01 level. Significantly all these factors and
self-control, parental attachment, delinquent peers, monetary strain, and lack of
capable guardian also affected property offences by statistical significance at .01
level.
