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ABSTRACT

This study developed a clinical nursing practice guideline for promoting
wound healing in patients diabetic foot ulcers. An evidence-based practice model was
used as a framework. The model consisted of an investigation and identification of
problems, a review of research literature, assessment of the selected research and its

credibility and reliability, and plausibility of the implications. Five research studies
including one systematic review, two randomized control trials and two non-

randomized single groupsand eight relevant articles from multidiscipline were
selected, screened, and synthesized to develop a clinical nursing practice guideline,
which covers wound assessment, wound dressing, pressure relieving interventions,
blood sugar control, infectious control and patient educating course. This clinical
nursing practice guideline was validated by five experts. A case study was carried out
at Kamphaengphet hospital. The outcome shows satisfaction in promoting wound
healing and reducing amputation rate. Both the patients and nurses show satisfaction
with this clinical nursing practice guideline. As for implementation of the developed
clinical nursing practice guideline, it is recommended that a training course for health
care providers is establish and the guideline should be further improved and updated to

suit each context and new research study.
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
