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Abstract

This research studied the role of the Buddhist monks in the prevention of drug
abuse in children and youth. The factors investigated were social background, attitudes
toward ethics teaching by Buddhist monks, the good role-model of Buddhist monks,
and the role in prevention of drug abuse.

The research carried out a survey by sending 250 questionnaires to Buddhist
universities in Bangkok. The data collected was then processed and analyzed by
computer and the results are shown as follows:

1. Different social backgrounds of Buddhist monks concerned with
supporting society affected variant attitudes to ethics learning in the children and
youth, with a statistical significance of 0.05.

2. Different social backgrounds of Buddhist monks concerned with the length
of time taken to become a monk and support in the society affected the good
role-model of Buddhist monks with the statistical significance of 0.05.

3. Different social backgrounds of Buddhist monks concerned with age,
education level, income, support in the society, and support from the abbot affected
a campaign for prevention of drug abuse with the statistical significance of 0.05.
Recommendation

To improve the ethics teaching by Buddhist monks regarding prevention
of drug abuse in children and youth, the role of Buddhist monks should be considered
by the Institute of Society because Buddhist monks with good support, can help in the
prevention of narcotics abuse more effectively.

In this investigation, the researcher conducted a specific study. Therefore it is
recommended that a broader manner of research be conducted in future to make use of
its findings in the prevention of drug abuse in children and youth.
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
