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ABSTRACT

This study aimed at presenting a new composition of vocal and instrumental music
composed by the presenter. The title of the new tune is “Phleng Chin Rajchasan,” a Thai
classical music form. This tune is in Chinese idiomatic tune.

Phleng Chin Rajchasan is in a “Thao” form which consists of 3 tempos: samchan
(slow), songchan (moderate), and chandiew (fast). It has only one movement, however,
each movement is made of a variation.

The process of composing the song consisted of 3 steps: (1) composing the basic
melody to be played by the Gongwong-yai (2) extracting some part of the Thai classical
drama entitled “Rachathirad” as a song text, (3) composing the melodic line of vocal music
adding the song text, complementing with the basic melody of the Gongwong-yai.

The new vocal and instrumental tune was written down using the Thai notation.

To present this work, the presenter used the Thai music ensemble called “Pee-phad
mainuam.” The way of performing was “Rong-Rub” which meant the ensemble followed
the singing in each movement, played alternately.

The presenter also added Phleng Chin Lantau and Chin Durn Tab after Phleng Chin

Rajchasan to make the presentation a complete and joyful piece of art.
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
