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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research is to study the problems and obstacles in
administering criminal justice in child and juvenile cases, rights of children and youth
in cases where children and youth are victims, accused on witnesses, including ways
to improve and rectify matters connected to rights of children and youth.

The target population was 166 interrogating officials special interrogators
and expert interrogators who were on interrogation duty in 11 Police stations under
command of Metropolitan Sub division 2, Department of Metropolitan Police, with
out randomizing. Questionnaires were used for collection of data, and were analyzed
through SPSS. The findings can be summarized as below:

1. Legal problems concerning power of detention, filing the case, and
handing over the criminal involve various professionals making the process slow.

2. Interrogating officials at various stages differ in their understanding
and experience in interrogating children and youth.

Suggestion for application of the findings from the research:

1. From the study it was clear that administering justice to children and
youth by the interrogating officials is better, but they must increase their love and
understanding of the children and youth.

2. The interrogating officials are not sufficiently instructed in matters

concerning children and youth; and the problem of getting involved with other
professionals still exist and needs correction.
