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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study instructional systems and problems of music
instructors in Western Music Theory subject. The populations was 50 instructors..
The tool used for the research was a questionnaire. Data analysis was conducted
by means of percentage, arithmetic mean, and standard deviation. The results
indicated that:

1. Instructional systems of Western Music Theory in Rajabhat
University obtained the level of practice of instructional systems in 5 aspects at the
“high level”, which were ranked as follows: identifying objectives of the
instruction; identifying contents of the instruction; operation of instruction;
evaluation of readiness before study; and measurement of evaluation and
improvement. These 5 aspects were also at the level of “overall solvable” in terms
of any instructional problems they presented.

2. Problems of Instructional systems of Western Music Theory
instructors in Rajabhat University which could not be solved as were: learner
differences; knowledge and readiness of learners; background knowledge on
Western Music Theory of learners; readiness of music instruction materials;
classroom condition and atmosphere; knowledge of the contents about music
theory in the 20™ century; analysis of learner differences; change of curriculum;
and identifying objectives emphasize on learner’s thinking skill, analysis, and
implementation skills.

Attention should be given to these aspects by instructors and course
designers to find way of improving the instructional system in these aspects.
