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ABSTRACT

This quantitative research was aimed at studying the opinion of piano teachers,
piano students, and parents of piano students toward competencies for Thai’s studio
piano teachers. It compared the opinions of each group and investigated the
similarities and differences. Questionnaires from Albergo’s study of competency of
qualified piano teachers were the research instrument. The research was then
conducted in the Music Place music school and Music Campus for general public,
College of Music, Mahidol University in Bangkok. Questionnaires were distributed to
piano teachers, piano students, and parents of piano students. 150 sets of
questionnaires were returned (40 from piano teachers, 56 from piano students and 54
from parents of piano students). Statistics applied here were percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test, and one-way ANOVA.

The results of the study revealed that (1) piano teachers have high degree of
agreement on knowledge of music, patience, good listener, good motivator, and
sensitive. (2) Piano students have high degree of agreement on knowledge of music,
relate well to people, good performer, patience, pleasant, and good listener. (3) Parents
of piano students have high degree of agreement on enthusiastic, sensitive, good
motivator, knowledge of music and knowledge of teaching techniques. (4) All 3
groups above have high degree of agreement on knowledge of music, sensitive,
enthusiastic, good motivator, and good listener. (5) When comparing agreement on
competencies between piano teachers and piano students, it was found 2 lists of
competencies which were good performer and humor had differences at 0.05 level of
statistical significance. (6) When comparing agreement on competencies between
piano teachers and parents of piano students, it was found that only positive attitude
had difference at 0.05 level of statistical significance. (7) When comparing agreement
on competencies between piano students and parents of piano students, it was found 6
lists of competencies which were creative, resourceful, sensitive, enthusiastic, humor,
and good motivator had differences at 0.05 level of statistical significance. (8) When
comparing agreement on competencies between piano teachers, piano students, and
parents of piano students, it was found 4 lists of competencies which were creative,
enthusiastic, humor, and good motivator had differences at 0.05 level of statistical
significance.
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
