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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to devise an appropriate safety management
intervention program for schools. The study was conducted in Nongkratum School
and Tangta School, primary schools in Nakhonratchasima Educational Service Area
Office 5, Ministry of Education, Nakhonratchasima Province. The study instruments
were the occupational health and safety management audit (OHSM Audit) and
Satisfaction of students, teachers and school personnel with occupational health and
safety management questionnaire in school. The data was collected before and after
implementation of a safety management intervention program in the school.

It was found that after implementation of the safety management intervention
program, there were many changes. The implementation of safety management was
in four parts, (1) policy and management, (2) hazard and accidents control, (3)
investigation, analysis, and report of accidents and (4) evaluation and monitoring of
safety management. The score of Nongkratum School was 10.90 before
implementation of the safety management intervention program out of the total of
100 which was equal to safety management level two. It indicated that the safety
management of the school needed to be improved. After implementation, the total
score increased to 79.25 which was equal to safety management level eight. It
indicated that the safety management of the school was at a good level. As for Tangta
School, the total score was 7.40 before implementation of the safety management
intervention program which was equal to safety level one. It indicated that the safety
management of the school needed to be improved. After implementation, the total
score increased to 57.95 which was equal to safety level six. It indicated that the
safety management of the school was at a moderate level. When assessing the
satisfaction of students, teachers and school personnel, it was found that satisfaction
of the students, teachers and school personnel was at a high level regarding all
aspects.
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
