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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the instruction of voice program conducted at the
MIFA Music School from January to April 2007, Bangkok, Thailand. The study was done on 13 voice
instructors by using a qualitative research methodology. Data gathering was done by formal and
informal interview and observations and data analysis was done by categorizing, grouping, and
presenting the strengths and the limitations of the processes of instructing methods. The results were as
follows:

1. Lesson plan and contents: Most instructors prepare short term lesson plans (week by
week) because they instruct only 1 or 2 students per class.

The lesson contents can be divided into two parts; the first part is about vocals, breathing,
posture, vocal technique and anatomy. The second is about how to apply the techniques, quidance and
song interpretation. Popular lessons in pop singing did not emphasize notes nor reading notes or sight
singing. Instructors instruct each student differently, depending on the vocal ability of the student.

2. Vocal pedagogy: Most instructors use imitation and repetition of model along with theory
instruction.

3. Teaching equipment: Most instructors use piano, sheet music, lyric books, CDs, karaoke
VCDs, concert DVDs, stereos, television, microphones and mirrors.

4. Assessment and evaluation: Most instructors assess and evaluate student’s vocal ability,
use self evaluation, examinations, and student performances.

5. Problems: Students did not practice. Students and parents had an appropriate attitude to
vocal study. There was not enough teaching equipment.

The school should create a vocal curriculum, and hold standardized assessment of students

and instructor seminar.
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
