ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to making the rubric assessment for
preparatory piano students of the Yamaha Music Foundation. After evaluation of the
rubric assessment made by asking teachers and interviewing students, positive support
for this research objective was found. Good quality rubric assessment could be made
which was easy to use, suitable for content difficulty easily understood, and
comprehensive. The result of the trial found that the rubric assessment form was
appropriate for using as a tool for teaching piano, and able to train the students to
think and analyze themselves. It trained the students to find their mistakes or their
strengths. Also, it trained the students to think and solve problems themselves. It
made the students pay more attention to all important skills of playing piano and
develop their piano playing more effectively. In addition, the teachers and the students
have found that the rubric assessment forms were rather difficult to use. The content
was excessive and too thorough. For the rubric self assessment, in the form of
Specific Outcome, it was found that sometimes, the students played wrongly at certain
points. Some students were bored by the self assessment and felt uncomfortable when
they evaluated themselves and their time for self assessment was not enough.
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
