ABSTRACT

This study is a survey research with the aim of studying the attitude toward
alcohol consumption of undergraduate students in Bangkok Metropolitan area. The
study determines factors influencing attitude toward alcohol consumption of the
students. The subjects in this study are undergraduate students from 4 types of
university, namely closed university, open university, private university and private
college in Bangkok (N=400) and a questionnaire was used. Chi-Square, t-test, and
ANOVA were used for data analysis (a=0.05).

The results were that 60.3% of the sample subjects had an indifferent attitude
that neither supported nor was against alcohol consumption, followed by 39.0% who
had a negative attitude that against alcohol consumption and 0.8% who had a positive
attitude that supports alcohol consumption. On the relationship between personal
information and family background and attitude, it was found that factors that were
significantly related to attitude were type of university, educational discipline, gender,
native residence, current residence, career of father, family income and family
financial status (p<0.05). On the relationship between social factors and surroundings
and attitude, it was found that factors that were significantly related to attitude were
feeling toward alcohol consumption, experience in alcohol drinking, experience of
physical aggression and fighting, experience of accident, history of drug abuse, alcohol
drinking habits of father, alcohol drinking habits of peer group/ close friend and
knowledge concerning alcoholic beverage (p<0.05). Most of the sample subjects
knew about alcoholic beverages from friends and television. They learnt legal control
related to alcohol and the dangers of alcohol consumption through television.
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
