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PERFORMANCE OF SCHIZOPHRENIA PATIENT USING REHABILITATION
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ABSTRACT

This research is a study of the effects of the improvement in the occupational
performance of schizophrenic patients using a rehabilitation program based on
sensory integration theory. The sample group is schizophrenic in-patients of Galya
Rajanagarindra Institute, 23 — 57 years of age. Matching and simple random methods
were used based upon sex, age, education and occupational dysfunction score that
consists of 2 groups. There were 16 patients in the experimental group and 16 in the
comparison group. The experimental group participated in a rehabilitation program
based on sensory integration theory for 4 consecutive weeks, 3 times a week, meeting
for 1 hours each session. The comparison group participate in a rehabilitation program
at Galya Rajanagarindra Institute including social skills and prevocational skill
rehabilitation program. The research instruments are the rehabilitation program based
on sensory integration theory and The Comprehensive Occupational Therapy
Evaluation Scale (COTE Scale). The data were analyzed using descriptive statistics,
and statistical hypothesis test.

The results were : (1) the experimental group had a lower occupational
dysfunction score after participating in a rehabilitation program based on sensory
integration theory, with a statistical significance of 0.01 ; (2) the comparison group
had lower occupational dysfunction score after participating in a rehabilitation
program of Galya Rajanagarindra Institute, with a statistical significance of 0.01 ; (3)
the experimental group had lower occupational dysfunction score than the comparison
group after participating in a rehabilitation program based on sensory integration
theory, with a statistical significance of 0.01 ; (4) the experimental group had a the
difference of pre-test and post-test score bigger than that comparison group with
statistical significance 0.01. So it can be concluded that the Sensory Integration
rehabilitation program could improve the occupational performance of schizophrenic
patients in a greater extent than what the currently used program of Galya
Rajanagarindra institute can do.
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
