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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the correlation between
adoption of the rehabilitation process and evaluation of results after the
rehabilitation process according to the Narcotic Addicts Rehabilitation Act, B.E.
2545. The sample group consisted of 112 people who attended the compulsory
system control but not strict type of the rehabilitation process at Thanyarak
institute. A questionnaire was used for collecting information, with a reliability
equal to 0.90. The information was analyzed by using percentage, ANOVA

analysis and the Pearson Product Moment Correlation analysis.

The research results found that patients had a high level of adoption of
the rehabilitation process and a moderate level of evaluation of the results after the
rehabilitation process. The factors that affected the adoption of the rehabilitation
process were income, education level, location, number of times treated, court
orders for treatment, achievement motivation, social support and attitudes towards
type of rehabilitation, and the environment of the place. The factors affecting
evaluation results after the rehabilitation process were education level and number
of times treated. The correlation analysis found that adoption of the rehabilitation
process was not related to evaluation results after rehabilitation process, with a
significance level of P = 0.01.

Due to the limitations of the current assessments of behavior evaluation
is drug addicts attending rehabilitation, it is recommended that an improved
evaluation model is developed. Also, people who evaluate the processes should
have explicit information of the evaluation model, each time they undertake the
evaluation process. Finally, it is suggested that relevant institutes improve their
assessment models because the details of evaluation topics are still unclear.

	  Central Nervous System
	 The importance pharmacology effects of heroin to the central nervous system are analgesia, sedation, and alteration of mood. The heroin effects in the respiratory depression by covered the respiratory center in the brain that decreased the ability of responsibly to carbon dioxide raised. Commonly the brain is contained higher response to the increasing of carbon dioxide that by gain more respiratory rate for creates oxygen as well and to wipe carbon dioxide out and eventually if the system breakdown so the drugs addict will die absolutely.

	 Heroin cause the decreased of acid in the stomach and also the enzyme from the pancreas. The movement of the stomach and intestines are decreased. The digestion in small intestines is decreased and also the press of a big intestine to forward food is decreased. At a result is constipation.
	 Cardiovascular System
	 Heroin make the expanded of peripheral blood vessels that make low pressure in drugs addict when he moved. Moreover, together with the pouring of Histamine in the blood and also created the low pressure, pruritus, flushing, and extremely sweated. 
	 Hormone System
	 Heroin destroys the sex hormone. In female cause the abnormal of menstruation and decreasing the sex hormone in male for out of sex feeling.
	 Protection System
	 Destroy the disease protection so that easily to infect. The exterior appearance is sores skin, tuberculosis, and hepatitis infected.
	 Acute Poisoning
	 Generally generated from the take overdose of heroin and based on the study discovered that over tree milligrams once of pure heroin caused immediately acute poisoning.
	  The inpatients’ treatment
	  The outpatients’ treatment
	 O-por building
	 Within 3 months ago, male treatment office evaluates 26 patients’ behavior of. The numbers of patients whom the court judges to have compulsory therapy system are 145 people.  36 patients or 24.82% escaped during the curing. In the O-por building, there are 43.99% of voluntary patients, comparing with researcher’s target group. The target group is group of forced therapy system patients so this office is not related to the point. 
	 Ket-ma-nee building 
	 Nin building
	 Tong-nua-klao building 
	 Tong-nua-klao building is treatment office, which gets female patients both in compulsory and voluntary therapy system. 3 months ago, there are 11.86%, 8.5% and 3.8% of voluntary patients respectively. The committee of Tong-nua-klao building evaluated 40 compulsory patients. 4 patients or 10% failed the evaluation. The range is 25 points. 2.36% escaped while curing.
	 Un-ya-ma-nee building
	 Un-ya-ma-nee building is female treatment both in compulsory and voluntary therapy system like Tong-nua-klao building. 3 months ago, the committee evaluated 48 patients.  4.05% escaped while curing. The range is 10 points. There are 7.40%, 9.25% and 11.25% of voluntary patients respectively.
	 According to the related literature of 6-treatment office, belonging to Thanyarak institute, it was found that the patients of Ploy-rung building and O-por building are not the researcher’s targets because both building has the same big amount of patients in December 2005. They are voluntary therapy system. Researcher’s objective is compulsory therapy system so there are 4 offices. They are Ket-ma-nee building, Nin building, Tong-nua-klao building and Un-ya-ma-nee building. Researcher takes out 2 offices, Tong-nua-klao building and Un-ya-ma-nee building, which the range is maximum and minimum.  Researcher also takes Nin building out because there are large amount of patients who escaped while curing. It can be refer to the refusal of curing process or anything. Therefore, researcher chooses Ket-ma-nee building as data collecting. Although there are a small number of voluntary patients in Ket-ma-nee building, it will be completed gradually and finished at the end. Besides, the percentages of patients who escaped drop gradually. These reasons make researcher interest in this building.  Researcher wants to know the relationship with the acceptance of developing the capability.
	  Educational level
	  Education makes the difference of acceptance. Umawadee thanaponpadungkun (58) finds the factors, which affect the peoples’ acceptance of separating garbage in Bangkok flat buildings. It shows that people who have higher education are more acceptable of separating garbage than those who have lower education.
	  Income
	  Weera Katerak investigated the acceptance of using car safety belt in Bangkok.  It reveals that the variable of income is related with the acceptance of using car safety belt. On the other hand, Thabthip Thitipongpanich (9) examined the factors which influence the acceptance and the quality management overall of staffs in the hospital, under the Ministry of Public Health.  The result is that the income does not affect the acceptance.
	  Knowledge
	  Knowledge is the factor, which made the different perception. Thabthip Thitipongpanich (9) studied the factors which influence the acceptance and the quality management overall of staff in the hospital, under the Ministry of Public Health.  It shows that the staff who have more knowledge are acceptable of the quality management overall than those who have less knowledge.
	  Attitude
	  Attitude is the variable, related to the acceptance directly. Most researches show that attitude is associated with the acceptance such as Thabthip Thitipongpanich’s studied (9). It shows the factors which influence the acceptance and the quality management overall of staff in the hospital, under the Ministry of Public Health. The result is that the staff who have high impression are more acceptable than those who have low impression which it has the same opinion with the others’ studies. 
	  Achievement Motivation
	  The studied of Panalai Yoosamran (10) the psychosocial variable that involve the teaching innovative acceptance of the social teachers in high school under the Region 1, found that the achievement motivation is the importance variable resulting to the teaching innovative acceptance.
	  Internal Locus of Control
	  Wichai Eardbua (62) studied the psychosocial characteristics that involve the academic matter innovative acceptance behaviors of the teachers in primary schools under the jurisdiction of Bangkok Metropolis, found that the internal locus of control has the most influential prediction in the academic matter innovative acceptance behavior.
	  Perception of the Social Support
	  The studied of Panalai Yoosamran (10) the psychosocial variable that involve with the teaching innovative acceptance of the social science teachers in high school under the region 1, found that the social supporting perception is the important variable resulting to the teaching innovative acceptance.
	 Studying the researches and the acceptance theories found that a number of variables influence personal acceptance. The researcher is interested in studying the variables that are connected with narcotic addict rehabilitation therapy acceptance of the patients, being in line with the Narcotic Addicts Rehabilitation Act, B.E. 2545, and resulting of the assessment after the therapy. This is adapted from the researches and the acceptances theories that have been studied before.
