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ABSTRACT
The objectives of this graduate violin recital were to learn how to organize a
violin recital and to develop a professional-level performance ability. The process was
to select a repertoire, which | would then study, practice, and then perform before an
audience. The pieces chosen for this study were selected from the Baroque, Classical,
Romantic, and Contemporary eras of Western music and, thus, demonstrate four
different areas of the violin repertoire, showing the stylistic and technical skills
demanded of each, and, in addition, providing a source of data for future reference.
The violin recital was given at the Music Auditorium of the College of Music
of Mahidol University on May 21, 2008. The program consisted of the following four
pieces:
1. Concerto for Violin in A Minor, BWV. 1041, by Johann Sebastian Bach
2. Violin Sonata for Violin and Piano in G Major, No. 8, Op. 30, by Ludwig
van Beethoven
3. Recitative and Scherzo-Caprice for Violin Solo, Op. 6, by Fritz Kreisler
4. Little Summer Music for Violin and Piano by Peteris Vasks
The concert lasted approximately 50 minutes without intermission.
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
