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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research are to study the environment and the lifestyle of
Suthep sub-district, Muang district, Chiang Mai province and to study the residents’
perception concerning livable and assess the livable cities in Suthep sub-district,
Muang district, Chiang Mai province. The tools in this research were 378
questionnaires, distributed throughout 14 villages. The statistics for data analysis were
descriptive statistics, frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean, and standard deviation.

The results revealed that the perception 3 criteria of livable cities from
residents who live in Suthep sub-district is at a medium level (mean = 2.48, S.D. =
0.52). It also shows that the perception of security is at a medium level; the perception

of sanitation is at a medium level; and the perception of satisfaction is also at medium
level. The villages where residents have a high level perception on being a livable city
are Kong Bin 41 village, Ban Mai Lang Mor village, and Ram Pueng village. The
villages that residents have a low level perception of being a livable city are Chueng
Doi village, and U-mhong village.

The recommendations of this research are that residents should participate in
order to solve the problems and respond to the needs of residents. Following this
participation method, livable cities can be developed further.

In addition, local governments should continuously publicize campaign activities so
that people can join them.
