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A CONSTRUCTION OF A PIANO INSTRUCTIONAL PACKAGE TO PROMOTE

ABSTRACT

The purpose of this experimental study was to construct an instructional
package for late beginner students based on Yvonne Enoch’s theory. The participants
in this study were 10 students of late beginner level from Aum-aree Music School.
The participants attended a 20-minute class once a week for nine weeks. The
participants were given a test 4 weeks after the last class.

The instruments used in this research were: 1) the instructional package, 2) the
evaluation form of the students’ memory skill, 3) the evaluation form of the students’
attitude towards the instructional package, and the evaluation form of the teacher’s
attitude towards the instructional package.

The results of the study showed that 1) the students could perform the piano
piece from memory at the “good” level, 2) the mean score of the students’ attitude
towards the instructional package was 4.22, which means that the students had a very
good attitude towards the instructional package, and the mean score of the teacher’s
attitude towards part | of the instructional package was 4.36, which means that the
teacher highly agreed with the memorizing skills theory of Yvonne Enoch, and the
mean score of part Il was 4.33 which means that the teacher highly agreed with the
sequence of teaching based on Yvonne Enoch’s theory.
