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ABSTRACT

This study was designed to examine the effectiveness of a semantic creativity
enhancing program. Fifty-six subjects were selected by a simple random sampling
method from prathom suksa grade 6. The students were studying at WWat Sommanas
School in Bangkok and were separated into experimental and control groups, each
consisting of 28 subjects. The experimental group was exposed to a semantic
creativity enhancing program that focused on expression of divergent production of
semantic units, classes, systems, relations, transformation and implications. The
experimental group followed the program for 16 sessions within 8 weeks, while the
control group was only exposed to conventional teaching activities during the 8

weeks.

The findings of the study revealed that the mean score of semantic creativity
of the experimental group significantly increased but the control group’s score did
not significantly increase. Additional, the mean score of semantic creativity of the
experimental group was significantly higher than that the control group. The results
implied that the program could promote semantic creativity in prathom suksa grade

6 students.
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
