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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this music anthropology thesis was to study the proposed
documentation model of the Thai musical instruments of Baan Patayakosol Music
School.

The family of Patayakosol is an old Thai music institute family in Thailand.
Their background was originally started from the second reign of the Chakri Dynasty.
From past to present, there have been eight generations of their heirs. The important
and famous music teachers and musicians of the Patayakosol family were Luang
Kallayanamittawas (forth generation), Kru Jang Wang Tua Patayakosol (fifth
generation), Kru Dhawa Phrasitthi Patayakosol and Khunying Phaithun Kittiwan (sixth
generation) and Army Captain Uthai Patayakosol (seventh generation). Baan
Patayakosol Music School has had many well-known students. Not only are “Tang
Fung Thon” songs part of this heritage, but also the Patayakosol Family has had more
than the 100 Thai musical instruments that have had worth and significance for the
history of Thai Music.

The Thai musical instruments of Baan Patayakosol Music School have had
an important background, production, acquisition and physical character (raw materials
of which instruments are fabricated, decoration and shape). These instruments are used
to play in important events such as the competition of Piphat Se pa, sound recording,
and playing for special occasions. The researcher collects Thai musical data in 66
categories of 92 items. Most of the Thai musical instruments of Baan Patayakosol
Music School were made and collected during the time of Kru Jang Wang Tua
Patayakosol. The current descendants and partners intend to maintain the house and
establish the musical museum so that it can be educated.

The Hornbostel and Sachs classification system is suitable for studies of the
Thai musical instruments of Baan Patayakosol Music School. However, the researcher
discovered the classification of the Pin Num Tao (311.122.2-5) should be added in 2
details, that are *2 (with a resonator), and *2*2 (with a resonator attached). As a result,

the classification of the Pin Num Tao is 311.122.2*2*2-5

The management of data bases with Microsoft access 2003 has 3 important
objects: table, form, report. Researcher designs forms of 3 objects for protectors that
can gather and reform data immediately as well as can easily search Thai musical
Instruments data of Baan Patayakosol Music School and data to relate of the
Patayakosol Family.
