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THE EFFECT OF CLINICAL PATHWAY ON DURATION OF THE SURGICAL
PROCESS IN CORONARY BYPASS GRAFT PATIENTS AND PATIENTS” AND
RELATIVES’ SATISFACTION.
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ABSTRACT

This study was experimental research. The main purpose was to study the effect of
Clinical Pathway on duration of the surgical process. Satisfaction of the patients and their
relatives with nursing service was also studied. The participants were patients with elective
surgical coronary bypass grafts and their relatives. All of them were randomly assigned into an
intervention (n = 50) and control group (n = 50). Each group was comprised of twenty five
patients and twenty five relatives. For the intervention group, the participants received Clinical
Pathway program which included assessment, screening the patients’ condition, preparing
equipment, supporting information, and psychological support.

Data was collected through three questionnaires: the Evaluation form of Clinical
Pathway Used, the Patients’ Satisfaction Questionnaire, and the Relatives’ Satisfaction
Questionnaire. Statistical analyses of the data were obtained by a performance and analysis of
the T-test. The study found that the duration of surgical process was not significantly different
for the intervention and control groups. Regarding the nursing service, the satisfaction of the
patients and their relatives were significantly higher in the intervention group compared to the
control group (p < 0.01). Patients and their relatives had satisfaction.

The results of this study demonstrated that this Clinical Pathway should be
encouraged because it promoted communication and collaboration amongst the
multidisciplinary health care team. As well, screening patients for early detection, and
preparing equipment will promote patient safety and prevent any risk in the duration of the
surgical process.
