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ABSTRACT

This research was a cross-sectiona survey aimed at examining the level of
knowledge among students and teachers concerning child rights, teachers’ behavior
regarding child rights, and the relationship between teachers’ behavior regarding child
rights and primary school students’ behaviors and academic achievement in
Nakhon Pathom Province. The subjects were selected by simple random sampling
among students who study in Pratom 5, class teachers, and school masters of primary
schools located in Nakhon Pathom Province,Thailand. The data was statistically
analyzed by using percentage, mean, and standard deviation. Relationships were
calculated with Multiple Regression Anaysis and Logistic Regression Analysis.

The results showed that, regarding students’ knowledge about child rights,
most students had such knowledge at a moderate level while most school masters had
such knowledge at a high level. For teachers’ behavior regarding child rights, most
students perceived that their rights were respected by teachers at a moderate level.
Regarding the right that students had the most experience with, it was the right to
protection which they received at a moderate level.

Teachers’ knowledge about child rights positively correlated to teachers’
behavior at a statistical significance of p < 0.01. Teachers’ behavior regarding child
rights as assessed by students significantly correlated to prosocial behavior at a
statistical significance of p < 0.01, and to students’ behaviors regarding conduct
problems and peer problems at a statistic significance of p < 0.01 and p < 0.05
respectively. However, teachers’ behavior regarding child rights as assessed by
students was not significantly correlated to students’ academic achievement at any
statistical significance.

Concerning the recommendations of this research, further qualitative
research should emphasize other issues related to teachers’ behavior regarding child
rights influencing students’ behaviors in terms of learning, emotional development,
socia development, etc. as a guideline for nurturing and caring for appropriate child
development. Other related agencies should develop child rights policy to educate
peoplein various forms.
