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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to study the presentation of museum content through Thai
daily newspapers in terms of relevance and purpose, to study the format of museum content
presentation, and to analyze differences in museum content presentation between popular
newspapers and quality newspapers by collecting museum content displayed in four Thai
morning daily newspapers. The newspapers were Thai Rath, Daily News, Matichon, and
Krungthep Turakij, which were published in 2551 with the selection of samples for study over
one year, checked every other month.

The study found that most presentation of museum content through Thai daily
newspapers emphatically displayed events, intended to announce and persuade, focused on
information about the situation in Thailand, and appeared to emphasize a news format and to
mainly display content on inner pages.

The differences in museum content presentation between popular newspapers and
quality newspapers were: 1) quality newspapers offer more quantity and area of display than
popular newspapers, and 2) popular newspapers mainly emphasize notice, while quality
newspapers emphasize notice and convincing at the same time. The same points in museum
content presentation made by both popular and quality newspapers were: 1) focusing on
events, 2) focusing on public relation news form, and presenting articles or columns in terms
of tourism documentary, and 3) mainly presenting on inner pages.

This study found that museum content presentation though newspapers had clear
space for display, had continuity, and had a unique proportion of its own presentation features.
It was also found that the factors affecting the presentation were selections of information by
the editorial department as well as the agenda of museum content in newspapers.
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
