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ABSTRACT 

This paper aimed to analyze the purposes for content posting to weblog, 

the posters’ ego states, and the relationship between the posters’ purposes of content 

posting and their ego states.  The data were collected by using a coding sheet and 

direct observation using field notes.  Major findings revealed that the content posters’ 

purposes were respectively to inform, to express an opinion, to express 

feelings/emotions, to ask a question, to give data/knowledge, to give advice, to 

remind/admonish, to report news and events, to tell about experiences in daily life, to 

give viewpoints/philosophy, to entertain, to persuade, to show an artistic, writing or 

poetic capability, to encourage/hearten, and to forecast/predict.  Findings of the 

posters’ ego states were consecutively Adult state, Child state, and Parent state.  The 

results showed the relationships between the posters’ purposes of content posting and 

their ego states.  Adult state, Child state, and Parent state were all related to the 

following posting purposes: informing, expressing an opinion, asking a question, 

giving data/knowledge, reminding/admonishing, providing viewpoints/philosophy, 

and persuading.  In addition, some states were only related to some purposes. 
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
