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ABSTRACT 

The objective of this research was to analyze HIV-related condom use and 

factors influencing middle-aged men who engaged in non-marital sex in Thailand. 

This study used secondary data from “the National Survey on HIV/AIDS 

Risk Behavior and Antiretroviral treatment in Thailand”, implemented during May, 

2006 by the “Institute for Population and Social Research, Mahidol University.” The 

sample size was comprised of 773 middle-aged men (40-59 years) who had sex during 

the past 12 months of which 132 had engaged in non-marital sex. 

Descriptive percentage showed that 90% of the men answered 10 

questions correctly about HIV/AIDS knowledge from 21 questions. Public health 

officers, friends, and physicians were frequently cited as the most important personal 

sources of HIV/AIDS information, respectively. Television, radio, and newspapers 

were cited as the most important media sources of HIV/AIDS information, 

respectively. Bivariate analysis showed that knowledge about HIV/AIDS, and sources 

of HIV/AIDS information such as radio, and newspapers were associated at a 

statistically significant level to condom use (p< 0.05). Multivariate analysis also 

showed that knowledge about HIV/AIDS, and sources of HIV/AIDS information such 

as radio and newspapers were statistically significant (p < 0.1).
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
