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ABSTRACT

The objective of the thesis is to study the Thai folk drum “Glawng-Yaw”
pedagogy of the Thai teacher Singto Aiemcluep from Kog Kham village,
Samutsakhon province. This research studied the Thai folk drum “Glawng-Yaw”
pedagogy of Singto Aiemcluep from his son and students. The quality research
methodology, information analysis, and the pedagogy process were applied for
studying 3 main points including student selection, knowledge transfer, as well as
classroom location and musical instruments.

The study shows that the “Glawng-Yaw” instructors can be categorized
into 2 generations: the previous generation, e.g., Singto Aiemcluep and the present
generation, Prasith Aiemcluep (his son), and his students to whom “Glawng-Yaw”
pedagogy, which is based on Thai traditional musical teaching approach, is
transferred. The teacher’s evaluation is based on observation that emphasizes accurate
practice and performance.

The “Glawng-Yaw” pedagogy is conducted using a traditional approach
Which includes the student selection, teacher salutation, experiential learning
integrated with techniques and knowledge about “Glawng-Yaw,” verbal based
learning, demonstration, accompanying teacher with the performance, rituals,
observation, imitation and self-practicing along with learning.
