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ABSTRACTS

The purpose of this research was to study law enforcement of steroid
distribution controls which was obliged for officers by the Drug Act B.E.2510
(A.D.1967), and to find relationships between factors which affect law enforcement.
The researcher conducted a cross-sectional survey by using mailed questionnaires:
answered by pharmacists who serve in the regional consumer protection division of
provincial public health offices in 75 provinces. 87 completed questionnaires were
returned (72.5%). More than half (54%) of the sample were women and 64.4% were
under age 35. 75.9% had been employed in their current position up to 10 years;
63.2% graduated with a Bachelor’s degree; 58.6% were operation personnel; and
85.0% earned a salary of less than 35,000 Baht per month. Regarding law
enforcement, 66.7% of the sample were involved with law enforcement at a low level:
59.8% were obligated to report to the pre-trial division at a high-level, while 67.8%
were obligated to complete the procedure at a low-level. 70.1% of the sample had a
low level of knowledge about the law related to drug distribution control. The results
of the test of relationships showed that earned income, status, knowledge level, input
factor and giving precedence to the stakeholder all had a positive relationship with
enforcement of the law.

From the completed results, recommendations are as follows: qualifications
and staff’s compensation should be more emphasized, the drug distribution data
system should be improved in order to make verification prompt and clear, judicial
knowledge should be given and supported constantly, and the director should enact the
policy of drug distribution control with continuous follow up.
