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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this ethno-musicological study of the Urak Lawoi ethnic
group at Sanga-U Village were to understand the mentality and worldviews of the ethnic
group regarding music and to implement that knowledge for the conservation of its musical
culture.

The research findings reveal that there are two major types of music in the
ethnic way of life: ritual music and music for entertainment. Ritual music includes
Rammana and Samathon ensembles. Music for entertainment is a for-profit career and
brings fame to the community, and includes Rammana for entertainment, Rong Ngeng, Pla
Jak Boat Procession, and folk dance ensembles. Additionally, popular music with new
technology is played at festivals.

The findings also indicate that, besides being the spirituality of the ethnic
group, music provides entertainment and social cohesion. It creates a cultural reproduction
process, provides a space for group to be accepted by the outside world, and empoweres
them to negotiate with the mainstream socio-culture. Thinking reminders and cultural
ideology, in the form of music, enable community members to know themselves and who

they are, and to carry on their historical awareness even among globalization trends.
