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ABSTRACT

This research was conducted with the aim of observing the musical
schooling of exceptional students at the College of Music, Mahidol University during
the period between January-March 2011. This included blind and autistic students.
The research was conducted through observing and interviewing the dean, professors,
students, and the student’s parents. The results showed that:

1. The professors use the same syllabus to teach both normal and
exceptional students. The only difference is the technique used, which has to be
adapted to the needs of exceptional students.

2. Exceptional students require special instructional media, including
Braille, Braille musical notation, and a special computer programs for blind students
who read text, including Thai and English.

3. Professors were opinion that if these exceptional students had
determination and the motivation for self-practice, then the professors were willing to
adapt their teaching style and give extra instruction in order to help the students.
Some students did not have determination and the motivation for self-practice.
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
