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ABSTRACT 

 This cross sectional study was initiated to assess the predictors of behaviors in 
primary prevention of cervical cancer among 348 couples by Stratified Random Sampling. 
The data were collected by using questionnaires, and data analysis was done by using 
descriptive statistics, Chi-square test, Pearson’s product moment coefficient and multiple 
regression analysis. 
 The results of the study indicated the following: among the wife group, there was 
a “moderate” level of primary prevention behavior of cervical cancer (84.2%): Significant 
relationships were found between knowledge of cervical cancer, attitude to prevention of 
cervical cancer, access to health services, social support from family, social support from 
nurses and public health personnel, and primary prevention of cervical cancer of the sampled 
wives (p-value < 0.05). The result of the multiple regression analysis showed that knowledge 
of cervical cancer, attitudes to prevention of cervical cancer, access to health services, and 
family’s social support could be used to predict primary prevention of cervical cancer among 
the wife-group by 31.9 percent (p-value < .001). Among the husband group,  the following 
results were indicated:  there was a “low” level of primary prevention behavior of cervical 
cancer (54.0%): significant relationships  were found between knowledge of cervical cancer, 
attitude to prevention of cervical cancer, access to health services, social support from family, 
social support from nurses and public health nurses, and primary prevention behavior of 
cervical cancer of the sampled husbands (p-value < 0.05). The result of the multiple regression 
analysis showed that attitudes to prevention of cervical cancer and family’s social support 
could be used for primary prevention of cervical cancer among the husband group by 12.6 
percent (p-value < .001). 
 The conclusions of the study results suggest the following recommendations  
prevention of cervical cancer should be promoted among both wives and husbands by 
emphasizing and encouraging enhanced knowledge levels, modification of attitudes, 
promoting the participation of husbands and wives  with cervical cancer public health 
personnel, as well as increasing the channels for couples to access medical services  and the 
promulgation of cervical cancer prevention through various media  such as  radio and 
television. 
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
